For children to succeed in a formal algebra course when they encounter it in middle or 

high school, they need to have had many experiences beforehand that have allowed 

them to develop algebraic thinking skills.  In this workshop, participants will engage  

in a variety of mathematics activities designed to help them define algebraic thinking,  

understand the learning trajectory for early algebra, and identify where algebra is  

inherent in the mathematics they teach.  A particular focus will be on the Virginia  

Standards of Learning for grades K-3 and how algebraic reasoning can and should be 

developed alongside arithmetic concepts and skills.
