Janice thanked members for participation and provided budget summaries indicating the three workshops met or exceeded budget projections.

Discussion of Upcoming Events for 2009

· Teachers as Leaders-Laurie McCullough, presenter- February 24, 2009- Laurie provided an overview of the proposed workshop which can be adapted for large or small groups.  Consortium members agreed this workshop should be kept on the calendar due to benefits for lead teachers, coaches, and instructional specialists. Further description and registration information will be provided in early January.

· Literacy for Elementary and Middle Schools- Laura Robb, presenter- March 11, 2009- Consortium members affirmed the need to offer this workshop.  Registration and further description will be provided in January.

· Summer Leadership Conference- July 19-22, 2009- A draft proposal was presented and approved regarding the VSUP 2009 Summer Leadership Conference in Charlottesville, Virginia to be conducted in partnership with the University of Virginia, Albemarle County Public Schools, and Schoolnet (Edustat University 2009).
