Call to Order

Janice Marston, Director of the VSUP Professional Development Consortium, called the meeting to order and welcomed members and guests. There were no additions or changes to the agenda.

Reports on previous and upcoming VSUP Workshops and Conferences were given by Dr. Marston
· Teachers as Leaders-Laurie McCullough- February 24, 2009- A copy of the evaluation report was provided. The 30 participants rated the workshop as excellent. The consortium thanked Dr. McCullough for her outstanding work. 
· Student Leadership Conference- March 5, 2009- Janice provided a summary of the conference which is coordinated by Andy Stamp and held at the University of Virginia.  More than 200 students attended this year’s conference which featured keynote speaker Brett Leake. 
· Edustat Summer Leadership Conference- July 19-22, 2009- Janice provided a report on the planning for this year’s conference noting registration currently at more than 300.  Jay McTighe, Tony Wagner, and several other nationally recognized educational experts will be leading the conference which will be held at Monticello High School in Charlottesville. VSUP school divisions may continue to register at the special rate until May 15, 2009. (A copy of the program outline may be viewed at Edustat.com).
Preliminary Professional Development Plan for 2009-10
· Janice reviewed a draft of the preliminary VSUP Professional Development Plan for 2009-10 which was based on February’s discussion and needs assessment. Several additions to the plan were provided.  
· A tentative planning calendar for 2009-10 Professional Development activities was reviewed.  Consortium members recommended Sue Beers as the speaker for the Middle and Secondary Adolescent Reading and Writing Conference.  The recommendation was also made that cohort follow-up groups be based on content areas.  An additional suggestion was made for a reading workshop for middle and secondary administrators scheduled close to the time of the teachers’ workshop.
· Dan Mulligan Workshops addressing the new Math SOLS are scheduled in September 2009 as follows: September 22 (K-3); September 24 (4-8); and September 24 (High School).  Due to the proximity of workshops to the beginning of the school year, Janice will send out registration information in May. 
· The preliminary Professional Development Plan and Calendar were approved with additions by consensus of the consortium members present.
VSUP Website-VSUP.org
· Janice demonstrated the new VSUP website (VSUP.org) which has been collaboratively developed and setup by Andy Stamp, Peggy Powell, and her.  She stated the website has the most recent information about the partnership. The site will be further developed as a key communication center for the organization, including upcoming meeting and event information.

· A written report of the 2008-09 Accomplishments was provided and reviewed.
Evaluation of VSUP Professional Development Consortium Director
· An evaluation form was provided to and completed by those present.
Test Item Bank Update 
· Jenine Daley gave an overview and demonstration of the Test Bank using Collab and explained how the process works.
· The Test Bank Survey is in process. So far, only six divisions have responded.  Those who have not yet responded are encouraged to complete and return the survey to Jenine by May 29.
· Janice shared a report of the progress of the Test Bank Workgroups for 2009-10 and a draft Master Plan and Schedule for the Test Bank for 2009-10.  The Plan was approved by consensus. (The first date for the Test Workgroups to meet should be correctly listed as October 8, 2009.)
· Jenine and Janice presented a proposal from Interactive Achievement.  After discussion, consortium members voted in favor of accepting this proposal with additional negotiation being made with IA regarding offering VSUP Special Discount Pricing on IA purchasing and that related legalities are appropriately researched.  Janice will provide this information to Andy Stamp for further research.
